Annotation:

The course is designed for doctoral students in the field of forestry science who are interested
in forest management based on one of the globally recognized certification schemes - FSC
(Forest Stewardship Council). FSC is the most recognizable forest certification scheme in the
world, which is also the most widely applied in the forests of Bulgaria. Currently, more than
80% of state forest territories, or almost 60% of all forest territories in the country, are
certified under this scheme and offer "FSC 100%" certified wood on the market. This is
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essential for the woodworking and furniture industries, which rely on certified raw materials
to be able to sell their products more successfully.

FSC-certified forest management is a long process that has positive and negative aspects,
depending on the interests of an ever-growing number of stakeholders. For certified forest
management units, it is important to achieve a balance between the economic, social and
ecological functions of forests in their management, which is the guiding idea behind the
creation of FSC in 1994,
